Spectators’ Guide to Wrestling

Format

Two wrestlers begin the first period of the match on their
feet. [Each athlete will attempt to bring his
opponent under his control to the mat for a TAKEDOWN (2
points). When this occurs, the bottom, or controlled, wrestler
will try to ESCAPE (1 point) from or REVERSE (2 points) his
opponent’s control. The top, or controlling, wrestler will
attempt to pin his opponent by forcing his shoulder to the mat
for one second. If he succeeds, the match is over. If he comes
close, he will be awarded a NEAR FALL (2, 3, or 4 points).

The second period begins with one wrestler choosing to
start in the top, bottom, or neutral position. In the third and
final period, the other wrestler will have his choice of three
starting positions. If there is no pin in the match, the wrestler
who has scored the most points is awarded a decision. If the
match is tied after three periods, there will be a one-minute,
sudden-victory period wrestled from the feet. If the match is
still tied after that period, two thirty-second periods will be
wrestled in the down position with each opponent getting
one period on offense and defense. If the match is still tied,
the overtime will be repeated once more with one on the
feet, two thirty-second periods on the mat; and if it is still tied
then, advantage time will be used to determine the winner.

Control

Understanding the concept of control is critical to enjoying a
match. In order to score points for acquiring control, a wres-
tler must establish an obvious position of advantage over his
opponent. In order to score an ESCAPE, a controlled wres-
tler must achieve an obviously neutral position. No wrestler
can score points when he is controlled, but he can score a

pin.

Stalling
Any wrestler who displays passivity from any position shall
be warned and penalized.

Individual Match Scoring
A TAKEDOWN occurs when, from a neutral position, a wres-

tler takes his opponent to the mat and gains control (2
points).

A REVERSAL occurs when a wrestler, who is under his
opponents’ control, reverses or gains control over his oppo-
nent (2 points).

An ESCAPE occurs when a wrestler, who is under his oppo-
nent’s control, escapes and gains a neutral position. (1
point).

A NEAR FALL occurs when an offensive wrestler has his
opponent in a controlled pinning situation (2,3 or 4 points).

A TIME ADVANTAGE is gained by a wrestler who has con-
trol over his opponent in an advantage position. A time-
keeper assigned to each wrestler records his accumulated
time advantage throughout the match. At the end of the
match, if the wrestler with the greater time advantage has
one minute or more of net time advantage, he is awarded 1
point.

A PENALTY POINT is assessed for violations including stall-
ing, illegal holds and false starts.
